In today’s world the typical case is to pur-
chase horses at the age of 3 to 5 years 
old and develop them further to eventual-
ly reach the GP level and eventually sold. 

Dressage Horses at the top level are 
animals and at the same time top athle-
tes. A small injury can delay the process 
of developing the horse or in the worst 
case destroy the horse’s possibilities to 
develop further.
